July 18, 2004 — October 31, 2004

“Make a Joyful Noise” will explore the role of music in the spiritual and secular lives of the Schwenkfelders and
other Pennsylvania Germans. The exhibit features examples of Notenbuchlein (manuscript music books),
many decorated with fraktur writing and folk art drawings. Printed hymn books, including the 1762 Schwenk-
felder Gesangbuch, will further illuminate the traditions of hymn singing in Pennsylvania German worship.
Examples of musical instruments made and used by the Schwenkfelder Kraussfamily — most prominently
known for their organ building - will be displayed. Materials from the rich musical heritage of marching
bandssuch as uniforms, photographsand music manuscripts from the Red Hill Band, the Hereford Band, and
other local institutions are included in the exhibit.

Drescher / Chrisoph Hoff-
mam correspondence con-
tinues, | become more fasci-
nated with the Drescher
family, Rosina in particular.
Rosinds faher George, her
Mother Maria, neé Beyer, an
older brother Christoph, and
a younger sster Maria fled
Upper Harpersdorf in 1730
when Rosina was 16 and
found refuge a Herrnhut.
Ama Drescher, Rosnas
aunt, traveled with the family
to Herrmhut. There she mar-
ried Méechior Kriebed on
November 21, 1733, about 6
months before leaving

Hernhut for Pennsylvania

There are severd books in
the Library with Drescher
provenance. Rosina is
known to have copied sev-
ed manuscripts including
the hymnd depicted on
p. 37 (Fig. 4-10) of the
Fraktur Writings and Fdk
Art Dranings d the Sdwmank-
fdde Library Cdlation While
cadoging some rare books,
| came across an old book
(VN 12-1) with the inscrip-
tion: |, Rosina Drescher,
received this book as a pre-
sent from the Aunt Anne
Kriebd 1743. It is a devo-

tiona book of prayers and
other readings printed in
Gorlitz, Saxony, in 1596 . The
title page of this book had
become lost and was re-
placed by a handwritten title
page with a border r eminis-
cent of the border on the
hymna mentioned above.
Perhaps Rosina pemed the
replacementtitle page.

Shortly after the March 2004
Newdetter gppeared, Mr. Jm
Kriebd contacted me about
my aticle. He noted tha
George and Chrigtian Kriebel
were cdled brothers, when
they were actualy uncle and
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nephew (GR, p. 330). Check-
ing the origind manuscript,
Christoph Hoffmann wrote:
“[.] that Casp. Krieb. had a
copy [of the Eptadal. Georg.
Kr., Christ. Kri.'s brother
dso made a copy’. W, |
believe Christoph may have
made adip of the pen, which
| did not catch. Perhaps he
meant to write “Abraham”
instead of “Chrigian” (VC 2-
6, p. 72 ). Anyway, George
and Abraham Kriebd were
brothers (sons of Caspa)
and Christian was Abraham’s
son.
